One of the new clubs will benefit black and minority ethnic groups and five clubs will benefit older people, providing a variety of activities from handicrafts to music and movement, and respite for their carers. West Sussex has around 10,000 visually impaired people – one of the highest levels of age-related sight loss in the UK.  Approximately half of them will benefit from the project, and the approach of providing a culturally sensitive club for black and minority ethnic communities within the wider project is recognised by statutory advisors as being very beneficial. 

The grant, over three years, will contribute to the salaries of four part time contact officers and one full time contact officer.

The grant, over three years, will contribute to the salary of a full time development worker, a part time administration assistant and fully fund a part time project administration assistant; recruitment, rent, general running expenses, producing information, training and travel.
